• Writing a short CV (no more than 2 pages) that contains your 
schooling experience and possible work experience. 

• Providing two letters of recommendation: One from your last 
attended school, one from a friend or family member.  

• Providing a copy of your national Identification/Voter ID card/ 
birth certificate. 

• Copy of your school certificate(s). WASCE results. 
• A passport picture.

· You must have passed secondary education (at WASCE 

level, with credit in English and Math, and a credit in a 
subject required for your study of choice). 

· You are home based in Freetown. 
· You are not able to pay for your own tertiary education (or 

through network).  
· You need to put in the necessary time and commitment 

(100% attendance required in all three pillars above).  
· You must be willing to learn new information and commit to 

implementing this information into your daily life (Walk the 
walk). 

· You should have a strong ambition as to what you wish to 
accomplish in life, and a clear idea about what you want to 
be professionally is an absolute must.  

· Students awaiting WASCE results are only considered if 
results are out before the SfL recruitment processes 
commences.
